Printed Submission of Projects

Projects are required to be submitted on paper.  Projects will be submitted in class on the due date.  For each project you will need to submit the following:
1. A clear listing of each piece of code.  List all of the code you have written.  You must NOT use a proportional font.  You must use use a mono-spaced (fixed-width) font (e.g. Courier, Consolas, Monaco, or Typewriter).  Also make sure lines are not split over page boundaries; otherwise, deductions will be made.  Screenshot images of code are sometimes fine, but sometimes are illegible.
Your name and a brief summary of the script should be at the top of the first page of each script.  On some projects, working with a partner or group will be allowed; in this case put the names of all partners submitting the project.

2. Screenshots of program runs. There must be enough screenshots to convey the important usability features and to prove that your code works correctly (i.e. correct output for a given input).  This should be as clear as possible.
3. Optional “Readme" File.  This document, a text file, can specify the status of any non-working program. This need only be included if a program does not work.  Any deductions will be less severe if the unusable features are explicitly stated.  It also can include any grounds for extra credit.
All material for a single project should be stapled together. Do NOT make a special cover page! 
A penalty will be given if this procedure isn’t followed.
